Instructions for Decoupage Trivets
1. Choose the trivet, 1 or 2 papers and any embellishments (letters, glitter) you want to use.
2. On the back (flat) side of the trivet, write your name.  Stick on a rubber foot ½”-1” from each corner.  If you want to hang your trivet later like a plaque, hammer a picture hanger in on the backside, centered and 1” from the edge.
3. Get your paper ready to decoupage.  Cut your paper into exact 3” squares (mark your cutting lines on the back side).  You can layer two papers if you want, cutting the top layer smaller.  If you want a fancy edge on your paper, practice using the fancy scissors on a scrap of paper first.  
4. Place your trivet right-side up on the table.  Coat all edges well with Mod Podge, including the center channels.  Use a thin coat BUT make sure to leave no pores uncoated, or the resin will soak in.

5. Coat the 4 squares with Mod Podge.  Lay the paper on top.  Smooth the paper down with more Mod Podge on your brush.  Use a thin coat BUT make sure to seal all the edges of the paper with Mod Podge so the resin won’t soak in.
6. Let the Mod Podge dry for 10-15 minutes, then coat the paper again, especially the edges of the paper.

7. Pick up the trivet from the underside and lay it on the drying table.

The trivets will all get a coating of resin.  Next meeting you can pick up your shiny, finished craft!
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
